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Editor's Note

Dear Readers,

With respect to the article entitled “The Memory of Places in Early
Republican Period Short Stories (1923-1940),” authored by Dr. Ferudun Ay
and published in Issue 34 (2025) of our journal, on pages 387-424, it has
become a legal necessity to issue the following statement and correction:

In the meeting of the Ethics Committee of Bandirma Onyedi Eyliil
University dated 6 April 2026 and numbered 2026-4, the decision concerning
the aforementioned study was inadvertently described in the full-text
announcement published on our journal's system by using the term
“plagiarism” as a result of an inadvertent clerical and material error.

From the perspective of legal and academic terminology, the judicial
proceedings concerning the allegations related to the article are still pending,
and no final and binding court judgment has yet been rendered. Any action
regarding the article will be taken following the court’s final decision. In the
meantime, the article has been temporarily withdrawn from publication as a
precautionary measure.

At this stage, the appropriate legal characterization is that of an “alleged
ethical violation.” We therefore apologize to the concerned party and to the
public for the use of the term “plagiarism,” which was included as a result of
a material error.
